I am directed to state that based on consideration of the recommendations of
Fourteenth Finance Commission (I'FC) on financing of expenditure on immediate relief
during natural disasters for the period 2015-2020 and the report of the Expert Group set up
by this Ministry, the Government of India has revised the items and ponns for assistance
from SDRF/ NDRF. The approved list of items and norms for assistance from SDRF / NDRF
in the wake of identified natural disasters is Annexed. The revised norms wil] be effective
from 1* April 2015, However, the farmers atfecied by hailstorms i different parts of the
country during February/ March 2015 will also be given assistance under the new norms,

2. The revised items and norms can also be downloaded from website of Disaster
Management Divisjon of Ministry of Home Affairs i.e. www. ndmindia.nic. in,

3. As the first charge on SDRF should be on a disaster of scvere nature, there has been a

requirement to adjust balance amount of SDRF whenever NDRF amount is released. This
procedure stands revised ag follows:-

50% of SDRF balance, as on 3% March of the preceding financial year, will be
adjusted while releasing the assistance from NDRF for the first disaster in a inancial
year. In casc the same Stale faces another severe disaster during the same year, no
adjustment will be made while releasing NDRI? assistance,
